He began
his career with General Electric (GE) in 1985
and spent 15 years in a variety of positions,
including corporate audit staff and CFO at GE
Transportation Systems and GE Medical
Systems-Europe. He left GE in 1999 as vice
president of finance and CFO of GE Lighting.

Before joining eBay in 2001, Stephanie was
senior vice president of sales and marketing for
PlanetRx.com, a company she co-founded and
took public in 1999. Early in her career, Stephanie
was vice prasident of business development

and product at Firefly, a start-up acquired by
Microsoftin1997. She also worked in corporate
development at Intel and AOL.
